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French Urban Space: Marked Exercise on Film and Music
This exercise, from the learning resource pack on French Urban Space, is an alternative to the essay as an output for assessment.  The marking scheme is set out clearly below so that you may follow it as part of the design brief.  It may then be re-used by a peer group assessor for marking your work and giving you formative feedback. 
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Mediating Film & Music into Text & Layout
Film and music are time-based media, unfolding over a period of elapsed time.  This exercise asks you to consider these media and then reflect on how you might re-present their meanings in fixed or still forms of medium, in this case text and layout.
In using text to describe movement or change in a visual space consider how you might use adjectives, adverbs and metaphoric language, such as metaphor itself or simile.
The Design Brief
Look again at the four films available in the resource pack
1. foule.wmv - The Crowd - La Foule (Baudelaire) 

2. parcours.wmv - A walk south from the Library to Les Halles. 

3. nuit.wmv - A night-time walk north from Boule' Miche'. 

4. villa.wmv - A study of Le Corbusier's Villa Savoye in Poissy.

They are going to be released singly on DVD and packaged in CD-size format, presented for shop sale either in jewel-case or in transparent envelope sleeve.

Please choose one from the four and design a front and back cover for the CD package using an image editor or photo-editing software package.

Be prepared to submit your work as a finished package and be sure you have addressed each of the points given on the Marking Scheme below.

Marking Schemes ensure that different assessors look for the same points in your finished work.  In breaking down the components of a finished object to be able to mark them consistently many marking points can be made almost objective (Yes or No).  However, as the output becomes more creative the marking tends to become more qualitative.  To control these components a maximum limit is set on the mark so that the assessor is guided and can mark quickly and effectively.
