Summary of trends in university MFL acceptances, 1996 to 2004 (Table 2)
From 1996 to 2004, total HE student acceptances have increased by +33%. The picture of student acceptances for languages shows:

· Overall increases in accepted applicants for Spanish, Chinese, Modern Middle Eastern and African studies

· Overall decreases in accepted applicants for French, German, Italian, Scandinavian and Asian studies

· Fluctuations in accepted applicants for Portuguese, Japanese, Russian & Eastern European languages

In more recent years, the picture shows that language student acceptances have started to even out and in some cases slowly pick up:

· 2004 entry saw increases, compared with 2003, in acceptances for all languages except four (German, Scandinavian, Russian and African studies)

· These late increases are most seen in single and joint honours students.

· However, large increases are necessary to get back up to 1996 levels.

Early signs from UCAS data for 2005 entry show numbers may be up again (single and major hons figures only available at present)

Note that the differences between the figures in this document and UCAS published figures is that this data includes Single, Joint, Major and Minor applications and acceptances by language. UCAS data is for major subject of study only, usually Single and Major hons.

This data is the final figures for each year.
Statistics from UCAS on Modern Languages applications & acceptances to UK universities (annual update for 2004/5 REVISED)
These figures were purchased by the Subject Centre for Languages, Linguistics and Area Studies from UCAS and give a more detailed break down than the standard published UCAS figures. The analysis has been carried by CILT, The National Centre for Languages. Table 1: All subjects and all QRT

Figures for all UCAS subjects and the QRT groups (Languages & Related Disciplines) as a whole are given in Table 1 at the bottom of this page and are also included in the graphs at the end of the document. The QRT grouping is not MFL exclusive and includes English, Literary studies and American studies amongst other related disciplines. See note 4 below for a complete list of the subjects in groups QRT counted in Table 1. The analysis includes full time undergraduate first-degree students.

Tables 2 and 3: Acceptances and Applications by language

Figures are broken down by language: covering all 14 language categories.

The percentages in these tables produce a picture of the overall trends in each language over the past nine years. The following percentage trends are reported in the tables:

· Unweighted student percentages express total student counts each year as a percentage of that in 1996. A student studying the language is counted as 1 regardless of whether they are a single honours, major, minor or balanced subject combination student. (If there are no students in 1996, the next year with students is taken for the percentage base)

· % change 1996 - 2004 by language and balance of degree shows the total student numbers as a percentage change expressed separately for single honours, major, minor and balanced combinations (comparison years are 2004 with 1996). This allows us to analyse whether a decrease in, for example, single honours German was offset by an increase in major honours German.

Notes:

1. Each candidate is allowed up to 6 applications. The application data (Table 3) is not therefore an indication of numbers of students or applicants.
2. The year in each case is that of entry to university. 
3. Full time first-degree students only are included.
4. Subjects in groups QRT are as follows: Q1 Linguistics, Q2 Comparative Literary studies, Q3 English, Q4 Ancient Language studies, Q5 Celtic studies, Q6 Latin studies, Q7 Classical Greek studies, Q8 Classical studies, Q9 Others in Linguistics, Classics and related subjects, R1 French, R2 German, R3 Italian, R4 Spanish, R5 Portuguese, R6 Scandinavian studies, R7 Russian and East European studies, R9 Others in European Languages, Literature and related subjects, T1 Chinese, T2 Japanese T3 South Asian studies, T4 Other Asian studies, T5 African studies, T6 Modern Middle Eastern studies, T7 American studies, T8 Australasian studies, T9 Others in Eastern, Asiatic, African, American and Australasian Languages, Literature and related subjects.
