By working with the Language Centre on this project we have forged closer links with the team at Cambridge and worked collaboratively on other mini projects

(1) the centre has sent us speakers for work related afternoons

(2) the centre and schools have jointly planned for a gifted and talented day in Chinese for pupils across the age groups
