A study guide to using the internet and world wide web for language learning
There are a vast range of foreign language resources around the Web which can be used for improving your language skills.  This study guide gives a few hints as to how you might do this.

1. Find an on-line newspaper (see Study Guide 1)  and read the international news pages.   Having some prior knowledge of the topic matter means that this is not too difficult a task even for near beginners.

      Get to know more about local issues by reading the local news pages.

2. Some countries, such as the Netherlands have a teletext (in Dutch, Teletekst) service which provides both a good source of information about the country and a rich language source.

3. Prepare for the year abroad using Web resources.  Find the Home Page for the country you will be visiting and look up the cities, regions and institutions finding as much information as you can.  Look up departmental information student newspapers or even menus in the canteen.  Find an Email number and write for further information.

5. Use the Web for topic or subject-based research in the target language.  Using the                               target language as a medium of communication rather than as a focus of study provides a marvellous stimulus for language development.  Use a keyword search for information or select Net Directory at the top of the Netscape screen for a "cross-disciplinary resource base".
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
