
The Destinations survey is carried out by the Higher Education Statistics Agency (HESA) to ascertain the employment circumstances of UK and other-EU-domiciled graduates 6 months after they have graduated and, if they are working, in which occupations and industries. The survey is for those who completed their programmes during the academic year 2007/08, that is, the period 1 August 2007 to 31 July 2008.The reference date for those obtaining the qualification between 1 August 2007 and 31 December 2007 was 14 April 2008, and the reference date for those obtaining the qualification between 1 January 2008 and 31 July 2008 was 12 January 2009. 
The response rate for all first-degree language graduates was 76%, similar to the respondent rate across all subjects in the UK. The figures include all UK and EU domiciled graduates having studied a language as a single honours, major honours, one of a joint double, one of a triple or as a minor subject combination. 

The data was analysed by CILT, the National Centre for Languages. 
Data warning:

· Please note that the accuracy of the data depends on how individual institutions code and report their figures to HESA. 
· The analysis used headcount for student numbers, so each student was counted as 1; therefore, it is different from HESA published analyses, which use Full Person Equivalent. 

· All figures are rounded for publishing, hence, the sum of numbers in each row or column rarely matches the total shown precisely. Percentages are calculated on the raw data.

Although there is no easy way to judge whether a certain job requires a degree level qualification or not, one approach has been to use the top 3 SOC categories as a (fairly rough) indicator. · The unemployment rate (6 months after graduation) for all responded 2007-08 first-degree, full-time graduates in Modern Languages was 8%, approximately the same as that for all students across all subjects. A little more than half of the language graduates were reported to be working only (including full-time and part-time work paid and unpaid), which was lower than average. On the other hand, more language graduates took up further study than the all-subject average. (Table 1)
· The overall unemployment rate for graduates in Modern Language increased on last year (by by 3%) as did the overall unemployment rate for all the subjects. (Table 2)
· French and Celtic graduates continued to enjoy a lower-than-average unemployment rate at 7% and the unemployment rate among graduates of Spanish studies was below average in 2007-08. Graduates from German studies and Chinese studies had an unemployment rate of 8%, levelled with the average. However, overall, there was an increase of unemployment across languages compared to previous years. (Table 3 and Table 4)
